The PNI consist of the United
Nations Office on Drugs and Crime (UNODC) in
Vienna and several interregional and regional
institutes and specialized centres around the world.
As the oldest PNI, UNAFEI has contributed to
the enhancement of criminal justice systems and
capacity-building around the world by conducting
training courses and seminars, as well as to the
development, dissemination and implementation
of UN policies and strategies in the field of crime
prevention and criminal justice.

Each year, it attends
the United Nations Commission on Crime Prevention
and Criminal Justice held in Vienna, reporting on its
activities. Furthermore, at the UN Congress on Crime
Prevention and Criminal Justice — the largest UN
conference in the criminal justice field, held every five
years — UNAFEI has organized workshops at every
session since the 10th Congress.

UNAFEI actively contributes to implementation of
the Kyoto Declaration, adopted at the 14th Congress
held in Kyoto in 2021, particularly initiatives to
promote measures for reducing reoffending. It has
also made significant contributions to enhancing
understanding of the United Nations Model Strategies
on Reducing Reoffending (the Kyoto Model
Strategies), adopted by the UN General Assembly in
December 2025.
